Co-leader of WECF Gender Mainstreaming Group Member Muborak Sharipova participated in the work of editorial group to the “Copenhagen NGO Conference Statement” actively proposing strengthening civil society’s position on the  issues, such as  peace, gender and protection of environment.   
NGO Conference on UN Reforms demands involvement of the Civil Society in international processes 

Encouraged by the United Nations to present and to contribute with views and positions on the preparatory process leading up to the UN High-level Plenary Meeting to be held in New York, September 2005, and in preparation for the interactive “June-2005 gathering the Danish United Nations Association, with the support of Danish Government held the international Preparatory NGO-Conference on the UN High-level Plenary Meeting took place in COPENHAGEN, 8 – 11 JUNE 2005. Representatives of 100 civil society organisations from different regions and countries took part in this Conference.

On the first day, welcomed by Ulla Torneas, Danish Minister for Development Cooperation and Bente Nielsen, President of the Danish United Nations Association, high-level representatives from the panels behind the four UN reports (Cardoso, Sachs, High-level Panel and the Secretary General reports) highlighted the arguments and recommendations presented in the reports. Appointed NGO-representatives made deliberations on each report as to content, perspectives and the role of civil society, comprising an important platform for deliberations before and during the meeting in September.

Encouraged by these very informative presentations, comments and  discussions followed them, in the next two days the NGO-representatives participated in workshops formulating in more interactive manner perspectives, as well as eventual alternatives to the recommendations of the reports. Each of 4 working groups drafted the concrete proposals and amendments on the specific issues, such as peace and common security, gender issues, poverty, employment, health, environment, UN Reforms etc., including them into the chapters of the “Copenhagen Statement”: Freedom from want and excess; Freedom from fear and threats; Freedom to live in dignity and in mutual respect; Strengthening the global solutions through the UN. 
After 2 days of intensive work in the groups and plenary sessions, the participants endorsed the “NGO Statement “Freedom For all”. 
International conference was followed by a one-day Danish NGO-gathering “The ways ahead”, where Danish NGO-community discussed more specific national strategies and their role in international discourse on UN reforms and the implementation of MDGs vis-à-vis the Danish government and authorities.
