I. Suburban village Gozhuli, Poltava oblast, (Center of Ukraine)- separate page

Village of Gozhuly

Gozhuly is a green suburban village at 8 km distance from the famous and historical city of Poltava surrounded by sloping agriculture land and 6 lakes. Gozhuly forms its own administrative unit, together with three much smaller villages. 

The population is about 3.600 and its 994 households live mainly in private, one story houses with gardens. There are, however, 4 four-story buildings with 96 apartments. These apartments were built by enterprises for their workers; people that moved here from outside. The town centre has a school, a kindergarten, an office of the local administration and a grocery shop. Most of the people work in the city of Poltava, the capital of its oblast, which is made possible by a regular bus service between Gozhuly and Poltava. It has a more developed infrastructure then an average Ukrainian village. There is a central water supply system and a central gas system. The number of pensioners is quite high, about 30 % of the population is retired.

Key problems for Gozhuly:

· pollution of well water by nitrate and tap water by fluoride, which lead to blue-baby disease and dental fluorosis among children

· access with interruptions to water for the residents of the multi-storey buildings

· poor sanitation conditions in the village – illegal waste dumps, dilapidated sewage system, no protection zones around the abstraction point of the central water supply system..etc

· no knowledge about good household waste management (e.g. burning of household and green waste; use of pit-latrines and manure hips in proximity to water sources)

· extensive use of pesticides in gardens, orchards and farmers’ land
