Town of Vorokhta

The town of Vorokhta, with 4,000 inhabitants, is located in the heart of the Ukrainian Carpathian Mountains on the territory of the Carpathian National Nature Park. This town attracts yearly 35,000 tourists. Due to its favourable altitude, climate and fresh air, Vorokhta hosts 2 tuberculosis sanatoriums visited by 500 patients each year. 

The village consists of a small central part with relatively compact building, and of a larger area with more dispersed stand alone family houses. The infrastructure of Vorokhta is semi-urban; people have access to shops, bars, a disco, a post office, a school and a kindergarten. Most of the citizens have gas, electricity, some have telephones. The central part of the village is connected to a central water supply system

Key problems for Vorokhta:

· poor access to safe drinking water –regular interruptions of the centralised water supply due to lapidated state of the pipes; public wells have extremely high microbiological pollution; private wells dries off during summer

· poor sanitation conditions in the town – mountains of waste in the town and along the river banks; no sewage system, shared pit-latrines disgustingly durty and smelly
